purchased fabric and thread and began making quilts

ens of quilts and ultimately, hundreds of quilts
She gave them to people in her neighborhood and
community and she gave them to the Latter-day
Saint Humanitarian Center for distribution through
out the world. Zora Mae, now in her nineties, has
made more than a thousand quilts. Many have been
sent to hospitals in developing countries, where they

are being wrapped around newborn babies
